Is nor-
mally covered by the insurance
company as parl of the collision
repair. In addition, many insur-
ance compantes are oliering dis
counls on the medical premiums
for cars equipped wilh air bags

It is very imperiant to remembesr
ihat the air bag is intended to sup
plemenl. nol replace, the drivers
conventional lap and shoulder
belt. The safely belt system helps
provide protection in all types of
impacts. When used lcgether. air
bags and sately bells comprise
one of the best occupan! restraind
sysiems available today.
